Overview - Canefields Clubhouse is a non government organisation (NGO) operating a psychosocial rehabilitation Program
for adults experiencing mental illness. The program operates under the strict guidelines of Clubhouse International. Cane-
fields Clubhouse provides for members in our community with an opportunity to experience meaningful and productive
lives. We have a strong focus on returning to the work place for our members.

From humble beginnings in 2000 Canefields Clubhouse commenced operating with unpaid volunteers from a small private
residence in Manilla Street, Beenleigh with zero funding, to where we are today — an Incorporated Association with Charity
Status operating from large and expanding premises.

Canefields Clubhouse is one of ten (10) clubhouses in Australia. In 2011 Canefields Clubhouse received for the second time,
a three year unconditional certification from the International Centre for Clubhouse Development. Making one of only five (5)
ICCD certified clubhouses in Australia.

There are now 450 Clubhouses in 33 countries.

Clubhouse employment programs are some of the most successful vocational rehabilitation programs in today’s community
mental health systems. Employment continues to be a high priority for people living with serious mental illness: their unem-
ployment rate is generally over 80%.

Our employers help to end the vicious cycle of dependence and isolation that so often prolongs the devastating effects of
mental illness on individuals and their families by joining the community of businesses around the world that are helping
Clubhouse members become respected members of society through employment.

Vision

Our vision is to create a restorative environment within which people who have a mental illness can achieve or regain the
confidence and skills necessary to lead vocationally and socially satisfying lives, through productive employment, personal
growth, friendship and social networks, career development and long term financial security.

Mission Statement

The mission of Canefields Clubhouse is to promote the rights of people who experience mental iliness, to have valued social
roles and access to work and community participation.

Clubhouse aims to provide equal access for all clubhouse members to every clubhouse opportunity, and to guarantee the
rights of clubhouse members to a place to come, to meaningful work, to meaningful relationships and a place to return.
Canefields Clubhouse is committed to the principle that regardless of the level of disability, every clubhouse member
has a contribution to make.

Benefits Overview The Clubhouse model is international evidence based model. The restorative rehabilitation offered by
the clubhouse to its members is proof that the model does work, helping to reduce hospital admissions, psychiatric medica-
tions, and improve opportunities for members to return to paid work and education and to live independently in their com-
munities.

This in turn reduces the burden of taxes on our tax payers. It is a huge win for all the community and allows our members
to regain a quality of life and dignity which is their right. Clubhouses are local, community-based centres that give people
with mental illness hope and opportunities to reach their full potential. There is significant evidence available to substantiate
the positive outcomes for members:

Better Transitional Employment Results: longer on-the-job tenure is found to be highly correlated with Clubhouse atten-
dance.

Cost-Effective: the cost of Clubhouses is estimated to be one-third of the cost of a hospital admission per year and about
half the annual costs of Community Mental Health Centres.

Reduced Hospital Stays: membership in a Clubhouse program resulted in a significant decrease in the number of hospi-
talizations.

Reduced Incarcerations: criminal justice system involvement substantially diminished during and after Clubhouse psycho-
social program membership.

Improved Well-Being: Compared with individuals receiving services as usual, Clubhouse members were significantly more
likely to report that they had close friendships and someone they could rely on when they needed help.

A recent study suggests that service systems should prioritize services that offer ongoing social supports like Clubhouses, as
they enhance mental and physical health by reducing disconnectedness.
